Minutes of Business Meeting 19/11/2011
                  Meeting opened at 1400 with 20 members present. Due to Patrick’s absence, nominations were called for a chairman. Scott Dail accepted the only nomination and the meeting was called to order and a moment of silence was observed for lost and fallen comrades and those still in harms way.

                  The minutes of the last meeting were read out and there were some questions and discussion here. There was talk of the school project, which is now completed and the final cost was 75,000 pesos. Please see the accompanying photos of the completed work. In reference to the pitching machine, which was supposed to be transported from Guam; I have been in formed by Mark Higgins that it is no longer available, so that project has been scrapped. During the month, a walking stick was purchased for one of our members, who had a leg operation. The cost was 650 pesos and the appliance will go back into stock when he no longer requires it. Since Marvin is away at work at the moment, there has been no progress on the Basketball hoops in Mindanao, but we are moving forward with the fabrication stage here in Angeles.
             There has been no further communication between our webmaster and Mrs Martin at this juncture.

              Rick Brill approached Jollibee before he left for work, almost one month ago and the Secretary approached them again last week with a letter signed by Bruce MacTavish and sponsored by the Mayoress and we were told to check back with them a week before the event for an answer. Irrespective of their answer, we will be buying 150 childrens meals for the day and we are hoping for a substantial discount; or even 120 free meals and the services of their mascot to supplement the clowns already hired. Irrespective of the contribution from Jollibee, we are in a position to purchase these meals, should the donation not be forthcoming. The treasurer is to finalize arrangements before the event. 

             A receipt has been received back from the FRA in Zambales for our donation towards the rebuilding of their clubhouse after the recent typhoon.

          Secretarys Report   The cost of the  venue has been paid and Charles managed to get a 500 peso discount, making the cost 7,000 for the clubhouse and the pool area. The majority of the children’s gifts have been purchased and are stored at Patrick’s house, ready to be packed into the 120 backpacks, generously donated by The ABC Hotel and Eruptions Bar. These will be tagged by individual names to correspond with the list of children provided for us by the Barangay Captains.  We will pack approximately another 30 plastic bags of gifts and candy for extra children and for Santa to use at his party. The packing will be done by Patrick’s entourage over the next two weeks. The soft drinks for the children will be provided by Coach from Coca Cola and Inez Uey from Johnny’s. It was suggested that we should supply large bottles and have a good supply of plastic glasses on hand, the Secretary to purchase same. These will also suffice for the adult’s refreshments, which will be provided at cost by Garfield’s and paid out of the general fund. The waitress’s will be supplied by Garfield’s and the Bartender/utility man by Gentleman’s Club. Rick Brill will be contributing the Clowns, who have been arranged along with a sound system and the ice cream and cotton candy, which are being finalized now. The balloons have been ordered and paid for by Frank, but some assistance will be required on the morning of the party to transport 150 balloons to the venue. Peter Higgins has volunteered to supply the small prizes for the clowns to give out during their games and if the cost is too excessive, it will be supplemented from the general fund; we will need about a hundred little knick knacks. Jim Dale, aka Harry the Horse, is back from his medical treatment in the States and has offered his services as Santa and, as usual, in appreciation, we will supply him with some bags of gifts and candy for his Xmas party for the Children around his farm. The transportation of the children is being arranged between the secretary and the Barangay Captain and will involve the hire of at least five jeepneys at 600 per day each. This will be paid out of the general fund, which has been greatly bolstered by donations over recent weeks. The children will gather at the Barangay Hall by 0930 and be on location before 1030 hrs for the festivities to begin. We will be requiring some volunteers, on the day, to serve as Sergeants at arms to keep an eye on the children using the larger pool and I will be asking for a couple of chaperons to be supplied from the Barangay. We will purchase the apples and oranges on the morning of the party and these will be put in the bags prior to handing them out to prevent spoilage.
                 Treasurers Report..  The treasurer gave a brief report on our finances, supplemented by a written report on current funds, expenses and donations and all agreed that we were in a healthy fiscal position, despite paying out over a hundred thousand in expenses in the last month. As usual, a copy of the report is available to members by email on request. Only 8 members are delinquent in their dues now and they are all out of the country and the situation should be rectified by Xmas, as all these members are due in town by then.
                  General Business..  Shane moved a motion that we get some stickers made for the Association. After a short discussion this was seconded and passed unanimously. The secretary informed the meeting that we were low on Black Association shirts and sought permission to purchase more. This was given by the meeting. The school contractor said that the school wanted more details of our Association, so they could give us a Certificate of Appreciation for their upgrade. It was suggested that Chuck, who instigated the project, should meet with the principal and sort out the details. Certificates of Appreciation have also been given to the principals of the ABC Hotel and Eruptions bar for their generous donations and they are to be invited to the Children’s party. Charles informed the meeting that Wolf’s wife had passed away in Sweden as a result of her cancer. Everyone knew Wolf as the proprietor of Illusions bar, near Garfield’s and Private Dancer 1 & 2 downtown. Charles was asked to extend the condolences of the Association to Wolf and his family. There being no further business to discuss, at 1433, Chuck moved a motion to adjourn and the members repaired to the bar to enjoy some snacks and a cold libations. The Raffle prize, 2 liters of Frank’s premixed Bloody Mary, was won by John Cronin, who took it home for tomorrow’s breakfast. The raffle raised 3,100 pesos, which was added to the general fund.
