Minutes of Business Meeting 19/06/2010

Meeting opened by President Charles Hoffman at 1201 with 18 members present. Apologies were read out from 9 members who could not attend due to prior commitments. A moment of silence was called for, in memory of the Filipino Halo instructor, training with Seal team 3 at Clark Field, whose chute failed to open on Thursday morning. 

       There being no previous minutes to read, we began general business. The question of the terms of officers was raised, whether it should be one year or two. After some discussion, it was passed with 1 dissenter, that the terms be 2 years.

     Vice President, Josh Flack, was tasked with the job of coming up with a logo design for our shirt. He requested that if any members had any ideas, to consult with him so that we can get the shirt making process under way. Patrick Patterson said he had a friend who was a cartoonist for Hannah Barbera, who has volunteered to draw any design that we desire. 
       It was brought to the attention of the meeting that another SF soldier had been killed several months ago by a tricycle bomb in Mindanao. After some discussion, it was decided that it was too late to include his name in the design of the new Team House memorial door, but we will endeavor to obtain a photograph and include it on the Memorial Wall with the other two deceased soldiers.

           President Charles proposed that an American flag be obtained for the Team House to enable our serving members to continue to do their re-enlistment ceremonies there. Bill Grubb will obtain one through the VFW. Passed Unanimously.

         July 4th   Despite President Charles having confirmed the Josefaville 2 Clubhouse for this event, It seems that after much discussion and arguing, the Filipina Mafia has won out and we were told on Friday afternoon that Chapter 46 would be holding their party there, due to previous verbal commitments by the clubhouse secretary. We have several alternative venues in mind and will inform you in the next week on the new location. Meanwhile we have definitely confirmed that the Childrens Christmas party WILL be held at the Josefaville 2 Clubhouse and we will be forming a planning committee for that in the next few months. 
            Treasurers Report – We currently have 38 paid up members. I have approached the Metrobank branch at Clark Field and am in the process of establishing an account for the association. Because the Association is not SEC approved and we have no intention of applying for that approval, the account will be in the names of the three principals, Charles Hoffman, Frank Devlin and Patrick Patterson, but the address of the account will be Garfields Team House Association at the Team House address. This was the alternative suggested by the bank manager. The account can be accessed by any two of the three signatories. Currently we have 64,650 pesos in available funds as well as US$650 in donations, in the fund for the new commemorative door, which should be finished this week. Any members requiring a detailed breakdown of our funds or membership can obtain same by emailing me with a request.
              Pappy moved that a copy of both the minutes and financial report be kept in a folder behind the bar for the perusal of members who don’t possess email. Seconded and passed unanimously.

               It was suggested by Charles that we source other local bars as venues for our socials. After some discussion it was decided that we would feel out local bar owners to provide these venues on the basis that they give us a discount on the drinks and the Association will supply finger foods for the membership. Members were advised that we will need a decent sort of attendance figure to make this scenario work. 
                 It was noted that E Ralph Milward is in need of an operation on his back and this is being held up by lack of whole blood (type A neg). Two Members present, Charlie Martin and Bill Grubb both offered their help, but the doctor will not proceed until he has 6 plus units on hand. Charlie Hoffman and myself have offered to buy a unit each and if anyone can help, either with the blood or a venue to buy some, please contact me.
                There being no further general business, the meeting closed at 1246 and all repaired to the bar for a libation and snacks and a bullshit session.
