Minutes of Business Meeting Nov 20. 2010

                     The only correspondence received was the list for the 40 odd, extra children from the childrens home. 

 Financial report-
                               It was reported that we had 81,030 pesos in the general fund, 26,800 remaining in the Xmas Party Fund and 44,600 in the sports gear fund for the Bahay Bata. We also need to retract a part of the financial report from the last meeting. Due to a miscommunication between the President and the Secretary, it was reported that Lance Trimmer had joined the Association and contributed a sizeable amount to the funds. Both these points are incorrect. My apologies to both Lance and the membership for the confusion.
General Business 
                              After some delays, the order for the shirts has gone in, to the manufacturer and they should be delivered in the next week or so. They will be in black or white and made from an air weave fabric with cotton weave collars, with logos on the pocket, right sleeve and back. Our cost will be 18,360 pesos and they will retail for 400 pesos each.
                             The Chairman thanked Shane and praised his efforts at the last social at Touch of Class. The management had a great selection of cold drinks, pretty girls and the finger foods kept right on coming. Upwards of 22 members attended and several guests as well. All in all a great time was had by all 
                                There will be upwards of 100 children at the party, with ages ranging from 1.5 months to 14 yrs. Thanks to the efforts of Patrick and Shane, we are well along with the gift buying. Bruce donated 20 back packs and 24 Monopoly sets for the older kids. Bill barker brought candy from the States and Aitch brought some from Australia. The balloons have been ordered and a new stamp will be delivered to the suppliers on Monday with our logo. Rick Brill has kindly offered to pay for the clowns, who will cost 9,000 pesos, including their sound system. Two Jeepneys have been ordered to transport the Barangay Cuayan kids here and Kevin Wakely, from Wild Orchid Group will transport the kids from the shelter. 
                                  We discussed the food for the kids and decided that we would purchase 200 hot dogs and grill them on sticks; we will also be talking to Jollibee and get around 130 small burgers and snacks to supplement the hot dogs. We are arranging a cotton candy vendor there, who can make the product on demand and an ice cream vendor to supply the snacks. We will get both vendors into Garfields to explain the importance of them having sufficient product and of being there on time and for the length of the party. It was decided that the party would officially begin at 1100, but we would try to get the kids there by 1030, with the clowns to entertain them while the food is prepared. Santa will arrive at noon and the party should wind up between 1300 and 1330.
                             Gift packing will occur at Garfields at 1400 on Thursday 2nd of December. We would appreciate a good attendance, as packing and tagging the bags for age and gender will take time. The gift bags will consist of clothing and sandals, Toys, candy, 2 pieces of fruit and an assortment of nick nacks for the older girls and boys, who are past the toy stage. Patrick and Shane were commended for all the work they had put in with the gift buying, including their day trip to Chinatown in Manila. They submitted a receipt for all the purchases and expenses and were thanked by the meeting. 
                            Due to the Christmas Party being on the first Saturday, the 4th, of December, there will be no social in December, but Charles moved that we have a business meeting on the 18th to give a report on the Christmas and formulate any plans for the New Year, the meeting concurred. Chuck suggested that the membership have a family day during the year for all and sundry to get together and eat some good food and cold drinks with friends and family. His suggestion was greeted with enthusiasm and a date will be fixed for the event at a meeting early in the New Year. 

                          It was suggested that as our abilities, both financial and numerical, increase, we plan some minor medcaps in the poorer barangays for vitamin distribution, etc. Charles also suggested that he could organize some doctors and dentists to assist.

                             There was some heated discussion on increasing our child numbers for the next Xmas Party and the question was unresolved, but will be revisited by the membership in the New Year.

                              Mark Higgins discussed the purchase of the sports equipment for the Bahay Bata Little League team. It was decided that Frank would give Mark all the documentation and research done by Lance Trimmer and he would proceed with the purchases as he required them.

                                Steve Fletcher, the owner of Emotions and Touch of Class was invited into the meeting and presented with a certificate of appreciation for his financial support of our organization and then Greg (Pangit) Wilson was also invited in and presented with a similar certificate, in appreciation of his donation of all the Association Banners; including the 15 meter one for the Xmas Party. 

                                  The meeting was the adjourned and members moved into the bar for cold drinks, finger food and lively conversation. The raffle was won by Aitch and raised 3,700 pesos for the Association.
