Minutes for Team House Meeting 21/08/2010

           Meeting called to order at 1203 with 15 members and one guest present. Chairman Charles called for a moment of silence, for lost and fallen comrades and those still in harms way.

           Member Ralph Milward took the floor and spoke briefly on VA matters to include new clothing allowance, VA approved hospital and new accepted conditions for agent orange, to include hypertension and ischemic heart disease, among others.
         The secretary then presented apologies from Shane Kennett, Scott Dail, Frank Thornton, Henry Solley, Josh Flack and Gunner Wagner. Several designs were presented for the new hat and it was decided, by consensus, that we would get a mixture of these designs and these would be ordered by the Treasurer. The shirt situation was discussed as well and it was decided that the secretary would take care of ordering these as well, as there had been no progress on the project.
            There was some discussion about the last Social and the new bar hop format. It was generally agreed that Shayne should be commended for his work in setting it up and that it should continue. The one thing that was mentioned was that it should only be only one bar, as by the time you became comfortable, it was time to move, if too many bars were involved. There was also a proposal by Frank D that we hold a social at the Eagle Clark Gun Club. This was discussed and it was decided that Frank, Patrick and Josh, should talk to the owner and try to arrange agreeable terms for gun hire and range fees, including a BBQ and a few drinks after firing, and then present it at the next meeting.
           The Chairman then passed around some copies of the new coin design and members discussed same. The face was decided upon, but the obverse side was kicked back to Gunner and Mark, who are organizing this process, for a makeover that did not include specific names of the soldiers and was more generalized. This is to be discussed with the two members who were not present at the meeting.
            It was raised by Charles about our plans to assist the Aetas with communal projects. As Ken Harris, who had volunteered to liaise with the tribes, was not present, Frank, after speaking on the subject with Ken, gave a quick synopsis of the current situation. Ken had spoken to one of the tribal chiefs and found that all the tribes were in a torrid court case with CDC about allocation of funds (about 17 million pesos) from the demolition of some old warehouses on the base and we should keep clear of them until this situation was resolved. 
             It was raised by Jim Jones that Jeff Raker, of Chapter 46 has offered, through Alan Cobb, to contribute moneys donated to Chapter 46, specifically for their Christmas party, to our Christmas party; as there is a possibility Chapter 46 may not hold their party this year. There was some lively discussion on the topic, culminating in Bruce McTavish stating that he would liaise with Mr. Raker on behalf of the children. This suggestion was accepted with some dissenting remarks. 

             It had been decided at past meetings that we would establish a blood register for use within the expat. community. All the members present gave their blood type which was recorded by the secretary and it would be appreciated if all other members please submit their blood types, by email or text message, for recording in the registry.
             The Chairman brought up the subject of the Bahay Bata Baseball Team and their problems obtaining the proper equipment to allow them to be a viable and well equipped team. Members are asked that if they have any old baseball equipment lying around or if they are in a position to acquire some, please let us know.
             It was moved that the Association donate 2,000 pesos to the wake for “Stogie Bill” Prokopf. Garfields donated 1,000 and another 1,500 was contributed from the floor by 3 donors who wish to remain anonymous. The meeting then adjourned at 1246 and members lined up at the bar to have a drink to Stogie, wherever he may be. Good food, good company, cold drinks and a pleasant afternoon, was had by all.
