Minutes of Business Meeting Aug. 20 2011

              Meeting opened 1400 at American Legion Post 10, with 14 members in attendance. 

             A moment of silence was called for lost or fallen comrades and those still in harms way, with special mention made of the lost souls in the helicopter crash in Afghanistan several weeks ago.

              Apologies were read out from Fred and Steve Peters, Gunner Wagner, Shane Kennett, Josh Flack, Mark Irvine, Wild Bill Barker, Marvin Reed, Bill Grubbs, Scott Dail, Bill Wright, Lewie Lewis, Frank Thornton, Coach Thornton, Nigel Hutchinson, Pete Bazeotis, Noel Sioson, Terry Invest, Shane French and Charlie Martin.
             The Chairman then asked if anyone knew of any members who were ill or in distress. There being no response, the meeting moved on.

              The Treasurer was asked about a report and responded that the full report was given last month for the members perusal and simply stated that we currently had around 143,000 pesos in cash assets, with around 20,000 owing in back dues.

            The secretary had no report this month, except the details of our new community service project and asked that this be left till General Business.

            The chairman then addressed the meeting about payment of dues in a timely manner and requested that any members in-country who were in arrears, pay as soon as possible. 

             The meeting then opened for General Business. The first item on the agenda was the school roof refurbishment project. Both Chuck and Frank had inspected the building with the contractor on the 16th  and after a thorough inspection, the contractor came back with a quote on the morning of the meeting, which is attached to these minutes, along with some before pictures of the damage. There was some considerable discussion on the project, some of which became quite lively, about parental assistance with the project, otherwise the project should be scrapped. Eventually the motion was moved to go ahead with the work and was voted in by the majority, with one dissenter. It was mooted after the vote, by John Cronin, that we could consult with the contractor and see if he would appreciate some help from the children’s parents, with the clean up of debris each day. The contractor has already spoken with the school and arranged to do the work on weekends only, to alleviate any interruption to classes, due to noise and the moving of debris and construction material. This would minimize any danger to the children as well, since the building is the pre-school and first graders classrooms.
                  There was some discussion on the storage and security of the considerable amount of building material and the supervision and inspection of the project. The secretary said that he will assume responsibility for that, with some assistance from Chuck and any other volunteers. 

              The Chairman of the Xmas Party Committee was asked for a report on the progress of said event. Patrick stated that everything was coming along according to plan and that he and Shane had things in hand and would call on other members as required. It was also mentioned that any members who see good bargains on toys and candy between now and the party, are asked to purchase same and seek reimbursement from the treasurer, bearing in mind that we are catering for 100 children. The Xmas Party will be held in the Josefaville Clubhouse on the first Saturday in December and Charles will ensure the booking.
                  The Chairman asked the meeting if any more general business was forthcoming; in the profound silence that followed, member Rick Brill moved that the meeting be closed. This was seconded and passed unanimously. The members retired to a few cold libations and finger foods in the legion rooms.

                   The raffle, which was a bottle of Nordic Ice Vodka, was won by Pete Silvernail. The raffle raised 2,000 pesos, but after buying the prize (500) and paying for the food for the meeting (1200) we netted 300 pesos, which was added to the general fund. Aitch, who has only just come home from work, paid his dues and donated 1000 to the school project.
